(Description of Work Scope Items)
Wildlife Vegetative Seeding (14-acres Food Plots & 7-acres Walking Trails)
· Herbicide, disc, fertilize & seed (21 acres)

  (1)  Scope of work consists of applying herbicide (glyphosate – 2 quarts per acre) to  

        vegetation on 22 acres (food plots & walking trails).

(2) Scope of work consists of applying fertilizer (200 lbs. per acre: 0-26-26 or 0-14-42) and disking in; then seeding with a mixture of clovers and cover crop of oats lightly disked in and packed (red clover – 5 lbs., ladino clover – 5 lbs., white clover – 2 lbs. and certified oats - 32 lbs.; per acre).
  These scope items should be Bid on a lump-sum per acre (unit) price.  Total acreage approx. 21 acres and locations designated by attached map Appendix D.  Each area will be approved by the DCD.
  Bid scope items consist of (1) herbicide application and (2) seeding application (fertilizer discing & seeding).  
  Weather dependent project (the DCD will work with the successful bidder if necessary due to unfavorable weather conditions). 
     Bid scope items timing schedule
(1) Herbicide – Application between June 10 & July 15

(2) Seeding – Application between August 2 & August 15
  Scope items must be bid individually and may be awarded to different bidders (due to the fact that certain contractors only specialize in certain types of work).  Preference will be given to contractors that bid both scope items and are the best value bidder.
U.P. Whitetails, Wildlife Unlimited & the DCD intend to award the contract to the responsive and responsible best value bidder.  In addition, U.P. Whitetails, Wildlife Unlimited & the DCD expressly reserves the right, and sole discretion, to reject any or all Bids, to waive any irregularities, to issue post-Bid Addenda and re-bid the Work without re-advertising, to re-advertise for Bids, to withhold the award for any reason that they determine and/or to take any other appropriate action.
